*2003-04 Proposed Budget, R187-02-03. The attached 2003-04 Proposed Budget reflects the most recent information on
the Governor’ s Proposed Budget as well as local modifications, revisions, and plans for next year. The Board is requested
to approve the 2003-04 Proposed Budget.

*Local Plan, R195-02-03. To meet the goals of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001, the California State Board
of Education adopted a new accountability system. Each Local Education Agency (LEA) must develop asingle,
coordinated, and comprehensive LEA Plan that describes the educational servicesfor all students. The Board is requested
to approve the Local Plan.

* Approval of Lease/Purchase Agreement for Computer Refresh, R196-02-03. After a competitive bid process, it was
determined that Apple Financial Services offered the best |ease-purchase proposal.
